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Rail services at Kings Hill

Residents and businesses at Kings Hill have an excellent choice of rail services to London and other locations.

West Malling station is a few minutes away by car or regular bus which meets every train. Services to Victoria are half hourly and take about 50 minutes and there are two early morning services to Blackfriars which take an hour.

High speed rail services arrived in Kent on 14 December 2009 and Ebbsfleet International Station can be reached by car from Kings Hill in less than 30 minutes. Trains from Ebbsfleet International run half hourly and reach St Pancras International in just 17 minutes. Excellent onward connections are then available across the platform or from the adjacent Kings Cross meaning that for example Nottingham and Oxford can be reached in just over 2hours, Birmingham in 2hours 34 minutes and Sheffield and Leeds in 2 hours 42 minutes. In addition trains from Ebbsfleet International stop at Stratford International giving excellent connections with the Docklands Light Railway and into Canary Wharf in about 27 minutes from Ebbsfleet.
Other nearby stations include Paddock Wood, about 20 minutes away by car which offer three trains an hour to Charing Cross which take about 50 minutes, and Sevenoaks and Tonbridge, about 25 and 20 minutes away respectively which offer services to Charing Cross every few minutes taking 33 minutes and 42 minutes respectively for the fastest services. Most of these services also call at London Bridge.   
(A new Thameslink service is planned from about 2015. The service pattern is yet to be agreed, but this may provide new services from West Malling to St Pancras (and onwards) or Blackfriars.)
